ENTRANCE I

Construction on our new Surgery/Emergency Project is entering a new phase that ~ill impact access
to the Emergency Department (ED), campus parking, and first-floor traffic flow effective 7 a.m.,
Monday, February 22,2010. If this start date is delayed, we will notify you. The changes are:

I
1. PARKING (Attachment A - Campus Map)

On-campus Changes
• The patient parking behind Parlow Library will be converted to a new ambulance entrance.
• A 120-space, temporary parking lot is being built on the corner of Carson Street and

Normandie Avenue. Completion is expected by mid-February.
• Parking Lot B will be expanded on North Drive with additional spaces created by the

demolition of Building N-1. Completion is expected by late March. I

Off-campus Parking Alternatives
Parking is available in the following:
• Lot V, at Vermont Avenue and 220th Street. Cargo containers there were relocated to create

more available parking in the lot.
• The LA BioMed lot on 220th Street near Myler Street.
• The Caltrans Park-and-Ride lot on Carson at the Harbor freeway.

II. AMBULANCE ACCESS I
Our existing ED ambulance entrance - currently accessed along Central Drive from either Carson
Street or 220th Street - will be closed, resulting in the following changes.
• Ambulances will enter the campus from Vermont and use reserved parking behind (south)

Parlow Library. Paramedics will enter the hospital through a new, secured entrance by
Conference Room 1-L 1. (Attachment B - Ambulance Access Map)

• A security guard at the new entrance will direct paramedics along a new ED access corridor,
past the Doctors Dining room and the Psychiatric ED, through a restricted portion of the main
central hallway to the elevator lobby, and then to the Adult and Pediatric EDs. Refer to ED
access corridor map (Attachment 3 - First Floor Traffic Flow Map).
